Workshop of Ramoun Village
Palestinian Wastewater engineers Group (PWEG) held a workshop in Ramoun village. This workshop cames within the activities of the project (Enhancement of food security in Taybeh and Ramoun through Rural Development and Agricultural Extension) funded by the European Union.

The workshop was attended by Head of Ramoun Agricultural Association and members of the Association and a number of farmers and people of the village.       At the beginning of the workshop the project manager Eng. Mohammad Barghouthi, welcomed the attendees and thanks them for attending the workshop, then he gave an overview about the project and the importance of the project in contributing to the promotion of food security, environmental protection and poverty reduction in targeted areas through establishing a wastewater management scheme by constructing 10 km wastewater network, one intensive (RBC) Wastewater Treatment Plant (expected to treat 500 M³/day); 150 Onsite treatment units, and  reclamation of  new land, to be  cultivated and irrigated through Irrigation system, beside all of that, establishing a wastewater department at Taybeh municipality and Ramoun village council to ensure sustainability of the project. 

At the end of the workshop the project manager answered the questions raised from the present farmers regarding the reuse of treated wastewater and the feasibility of its reuse in agriculture.
